Authority to renovate the twelve travel plazas at various locations from New York 
City to just east of Rochester. 
 
The travel plazas will feature a variety of new restaurants including: Starbucks 
Coffee, Burger King, Quizno’s, Outback Steakhouse Outpost, Coldstone 
Creamery, Arthur Treacher’s Fish and Chips, and KFC.  The plazas will also 
showcase Z-Market, a convenience store concept geared to the needs of the 
discerning motorist.
