The company is investing $1.61 million as part of its capital improvement budget for construction in 
Terminal 3.  Golden Gate News Connection and MNG by Mango will be located in the United 
Departures Area; one SFO News Express will be located on the United Ticketing Level.  Starbucks 
Coffee and the other SFO News Express will be adjacent to each other on the Arrivals Level. 
 
“We are committed to helping SFO exceed its objectives for its concession program,” said Patrick 
Banducci, Senior Vice President, Business Development for HMSHost.  “Our current retail shops and 
restaurants are driving some of the highest revenue per square foot at SFO today.  These new 
concessions in Terminal 3 will complement and enhance SFO’s program while returning almost $11 
million in rent to the airport.” 
 
MNG by Mango at SFO will be the first airport outpost of the international apparel brand in the United 
States.  MNG by Mango is “fast fashion” that offers innovative and chic apparel and accessories at 
affordable prices for today’s modern woman. Based in Barcelona, MNG by Mango operates more than 
1,000 stores in 85 countries, with shops in Paris, London, Vienna and San Francisco’s Union Square 
and San Francisco Centre, as well as numerous European airport locations.
